Application deadline for both the programme PRIME 4K&F and award scheme is July 25" 2010.

PRIME 4Kids&Family (former Pygmalion Plus) is the only European programme for writers and
creative teams which supports the development of cinema, television and media projects for children,
young people and family audiences. PRIME 4Kids&Family is designed to develop projects from an
early stage and has proved a unique resource for professionals with a particular interest in these
audiences.

PRIME 4Kids&Family consists of two residential sessions: the first will take place in Poland in early
October and the second in Ludwigsburg, Germany in December 2010.
